Personal wireless portable technology devices are not permitted inside the secure Juvenile Rehabilitation 
facilities unless there is an approved exception. Personal devices include but are not limited to:

To request an exception, complete this form and submit it for approval 7 calendar days before the anticipated 
visit date. Email the form to your facility point of contact. Requests are only valid for 90 days, and a new form 
will need to be submitted prior to the expiration.
